3/8-16 X " long flat socket cap scew (qty 6) br Traditional footboards and (qy 6) br Svept Wing.
3/8-16 X 1 1/2" long ftesocket cap scew (qgty 4) br Traditional footboards and none ér Svept Wing.
3/8 fla washer (qy 10) or Traditional footboards and (qy 6) br Svept Wing.

Install:

1. Mix up a solution of dish soap andater to lubricate the rubber "tabs" under the OEMbtboards.
This will let them slide though the footboard with less esistane.

2.With needle nose pliersemove the botboard rubber by pushing the ubber tabs up and out of the

dotboard trays.

3. Ly the rinforcing plate on top of the exposed botboard plate and line up the dp and bottom radius with the
wo existing holes in the tay. The inside edge of theainforcing plate should be even with the edge of the
dotboard tray. (®e image 1) & Swept Wing footb oards, center the plae and align with &isting holes as
demonstated in image 1B

. Use a shapie pen or pencil to mark the hole I@ations. (S2e image 2) Bmove reinforcing plate before drilling.

. Dxill holes with 13/32 ditl bit. & will help to use a punch andenter diill first.(S2e image 3)

. Lay a bwel under the botboard to protect the Guisin©dy) in @se yu drop it during installaion. Before going
o step 7,0pen the provided bolt kit and add a small amournof lubrication onto the scews fr better results
7. Traditional f ootb oards: 5 scews. The two holes closestd the bike ae for the Cuisin©dys b atach. Use the
3/8-16 X 1 1/2" Ig &ws r this. loosely install the einforcing plate by only half scewing the 3 3/8-16 X " into

the other 3 holesSwept Wing footb oards: 3 scews. Top two holes ae used b atach GuisinOdys
bosely install the einforcing plate by only half scewing the 3/8-16 X " scew into lowest hole first.

8. A seond person is helful at this point of the installation. Mount the Quisin©&ys by holding the mourting
blek under the botboard and diopping the scews down from the top. Secure the washer and 3/8-16 Ioking
he nut.

9. Use a 9/16 soket with extension and a 7/32 allen vench to tighten all scews.

10. To adjust the pegs position,use a 5/16 allen vench to loosen scew and pull out pin adjustmenhpiece.

11. Aso, an adjustable set sew is lacated where the botpeg folds in. This @an be threaded out b adjust the
amber of the pegs

12.Use a 9/16 opn end wench o adjustthe 1/4-20 stabilizing blt located on the mourting block. (Image 4)
The head of the Iblt should just ke touching the botboard supports when the éotboard is blded down.
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
