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 InstallGuide for AM-6330C Cruisin’ Pegs

1. Remove the 2 stock hex head bolts that hold the foot peg assembly, one at a time .
2. Note that some of the bolts thread into the frame while another is held by a nut on the

back.
3. If you remove both bolts at once, the entire assemble will drop.  For best results, replace

the removed stock bolt through the hole of the cruisin peg first and then through the foot
peg assembly.  

4. This way you will keep the foot peg assembly in place as you add the cruisin pegs.
5. Repeat for opposite side and tighten securely.
